Brown's  Mother is a cancer survivor for 
7 years and a stroke survivor for 6 years. 
Because of Ms. Brown's strong faith in 
God, she gives honor and praise to the 
Lord for giving her strength to face diffi-
culties.  She is the mother of two and a 
grandmother of three. Ms. Brown is a 
member of the Forth Street Missionary 
Baptist Church where she serves as a Re-
source person for Sunday School Class.

As a teenager he worked as 
a messenger for Western Union.  In 1938 
he was employed by the Columbus Post 
Office. During World War II, he was a 
desk Sergeant in the Military Police Com-
pany attached to 8th Air Force 492D 
Bomb Group in Northern England from 
1943-45.  During his training in Minne-
sota he met and  married his wife, Elaine.  
They were married in 1945.  After  re-
turning to Columbus from serving in 
the Military, he again worked for the Co-
lumbus Post Office and was a letter car-
rier until he retired after 37 years of ser-
vice.  He joined NARFE in the early 90's.  
He became interested in Membership.  He 
was very successful in recruiting new 
members and retaining the current 
members.  He passed away in 1997. An 
annual award established upon recom-
mendation of Jimmy Griggs to the Execu-
tive Committee, Chapter 219, on Septem-
ber 18, 1997.  The chapter membership 
voted approval on October 6, 1997.  The 
Horace Creech Award will honor a chap-
ter member each year who has given out-
standing dedicated service and contribu-
tions to the chapter for preceding years.  
The chapter bought a plaque with bronze 
plates on which to inscribe the names 
each year.  It was voted to have a center 
plate to posthumously honor Mr. Morton 
Simmons, the first Secretary of the Chap-
ter, who gave many years of dedicated 
service.  Recipient will be a current mem-
ber of Chapter 219 and other NARFE 
areas.  Each year the winner will keep the 
award for a year and then pass it to the 
next winner.

                                            MESSAGE FROM NARFE PRESIDENT JOSEPH A. BEAUDOIN  
To set the scene for this new year, I’ll defer to a long-time NARFE champion, former Congressman Tom Davis. In a December 21st 
interview with Tom Temin and Amy Morris on a Washington, DC, radio station, Davis said, "Something's got to give and the federal 
employees are right in the crosshairs. What you need, though, is a broad-based agreement, where you don't have any one segment that 
gets picked on, whether it's millionaires, whether it's federal employees, whether it's entitlement programs. You're going to need a broad-
based solution to this, which means both parties are going to have to compromise and stick it to their base a little bit to get the kind of 
agreement we need to get out of this."  
Davis went on to say that federal employees' precarious position is just a political matter. The anger that people feel toward the federal 
government relates to the laws passed by Congress and not the federal workforce. "I think that the biggest asset we have in the federal 
space is our employee base," Davis said. "We need to continue to train them and reward them accordingly." ####### 
                               1)  HOUSE-SENATE CONFERENCE COMMITTEE FACES LEAP DAY DEADLINE   
The two-month extension of the partial payroll tax holiday, Medicare provider reimbursement rate and unemployment insurance provisi-
sions expires February 29, 2012. House and Senate leaders have named “conferees” to negotiate a longer-term policy. These seven sena-
tors and 13 representatives have a daunting gulf to bridge. The House-passed 12-month plan would have extended the federal pay freeze 
and made radical changes to the federal retirement system for current and future employees. Two NARFE champions – Senator Ben 
Cardin, D-MD, and Rep. Chris Van Hollen, D-MD, – are among the 20 House-Senate conferees.  
                            2)  NARFE TO CONDUCT NATIONAL CALL CONGRESS DAY ON FEBRUARY 15   
In addition to other targeted action, President Beaudoin is asking all members to mark the date, Wednesday, February 15, for NARFE’s 
Call Congress Day. Full details, including a brief message, will be provided. To defend current and future federal retirees from being 
unfairly targeted, NARFE’s Protect America’s Heartbeat campaign will soon be updated. #######  
                                     3)  THE PRESIDENT PROPOSES SMALL FEDERAL PAY INCREASE   
The White House will propose a 0.5 percent pay increase for civilian federal employees as part of its 2013 budget proposal. This modest 
increase in federal compensation would be the first pay jump for federal workers since before President Obama proposed and Congress 
enacted a two-year freeze in late 2010.  

                                                                 MEDICARE-CONT FROM OCT/NOV/DEC 2011 
MEDICARE EASY PAY 
A person can now have Medicare premiums automatically deducted from his or her bank checking or savings account each month.  
The retiree should check with the local Social Security office for information about the Medicare Easy Pay system.  
QUARTERLY BILLING  
A person whose Medicare premiums are not withheld from his Social Security, railroad retirement, or civil service annuity payments 
will receive quarterly billings from CMS. CLAIMS Medicare claims must be submitted to the Medicare carrier in the area in which the 
medical care was received. 
Medical care providers must submit Medicare claims even if the provider does not accept Medicare assignment.  If a provider accepts 
Medicare assignment, benefits must be paid to the provider. If the provider does not accept assignment, Medicare should pay benefits 
to the patient.  
MEDICARE CROSSOVER 
Blue Cross and Blue Shield and most employee organization plans have agreements with Medicare carriers in some areas under which 
the Medicare carriers automatically transfer claim information to the patient's FEHBP plan.  This eliminates the need for the patient or 
the provider to submit separate claims to the FEHBP plan, except for expenses that the FEHBP plan covers but Medicare 
does not, such as outpatient prescriptions. A person who disagrees with Medicare's action on a claim has the rights to appeal that deci-
sion if the amount in dispute is $100 or more.  The appeals procedure is described in the Medicare Handbook.  Explanations of Medi-
care Benefits also give information on appeal rights. Appeals must be filed within 60 days after the patient is notified of the claim ac-
tion. 
MEDICARE AND FEHBP EMPLOYEES 
A federal employee enrolled in both FEHBP and Medicare must submit claims to the FEHBP plan first.  There probably would be little 
advantage for an employee to be enrolled in Medicare Part B.  An employee who is eligible for premium-free Part A should take it be-
cause it would not cost anything. Employees who waive Part B because they are still employed (FEHBP plan pays first) should enroll  
in Part B as soon as possible after retiring.  A person who enrolls within seven months after retiring will be considered to have enrolled 
at the first opportunity and will not have to pay the 10 per cent per-year premium penalty. ANNUITANTS Medicare pays first and 
FEHBP pays second for annuitants.  When Medicare benefits are paid first, some FEHBP fee-for-service plans waive most of their own 
deductibles, coinsurance, and co-payments (except for prescription drug co-payments) on expenses covered by both the 
FEHBP plan and the part or parts of Medicare in which the patient is enrolled.  In addition, some fee-for-service plans discount pre-
scription drug co-payments for those enrolled in Part B.
